 The Club Library has a book you might want 
to consider. Carving Realistic Flowers In Wood by 
Wanda Marsh. Wanda starts out with a Getting 
Started section that features safety, reference 
materials, tools, wood, and paint all condensed into 
two pages, all while being well covered. Chapter two 
dives directly into the first project Power Carving the 
Morning Glory, skill level – beginner. Chapter three 
features Power Carving the Hibiscus, skill level – 
Intermediate. Chapter four takes you through the 
final project Power Carving the Rose, skill level – 

advanced. All three projects 
include reference photos, patterns 
with grain direction and wood 
selection suggestions, and step 
by step carving instructions with 
pictures. Also included is a list of 
tools used and detailed painting 
instructions. Wanda suggests 
doing each project in succession 
since, even though they are 
separate projects, the skill sets 
needed build with each project.  
 If you have never carved a 
flower, you may want to consider 

this book when you are selecting a project for the 
President’s Challenge. Regardless, this is a good 
read with a load of great information.  
 
 At last month’s meeting Frank proposed we, 
as a Club, consider taking on doing some carvings 
for charity. The club discussed and voted to support 
this effort and donate the carvings. Kathy is looking 
into options for places to donate.
